Introduction:

Based on the saying of Allah, the Great and Almighty, : (And fulfill the
covenant of Allah when you have taken it, [O believers], and do not
break oaths after their confirmation while you have made Allah, over
you, a witness. Indeed, Allah knows what you do). Al-Nahel Verse — 91),
both parties contracted on organizing the parental relationship between
them, in such a way to guarantee the interest of their children, through
concluding this agreement to avoid the future disputes resulting from lack
of assigning the responsibilities related to children in a clear way,
because in the shadow of lack of agreement that assigns the details of
the responsibilities, duties and rights, several conflicts and disputes will
arise, on which legal actions may be due on them, which necessitate to
be settled and separated in them, a matter which will affect negatively on
the children and expose them to experiences that cannot be forgotten or
their negative effects be removed.

Furthermore, this agreement can be concluded between the parents
amicably, or by resorting to family guidance and reformation. Upon
disagreement, the court will issue the decisions related to the children,
and will put the plan of the parents relationship in regard to their children.

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Principles and Ethics of the Parental Relationship:

Both parties shall be committed in the methods and principles of dealing which
have the positive effect on the psychological health and social settlement of the
children when dealing with each other, or dealing before the children, as follows:

1- Mutual respect.

© Dealing with each other shall be based on mutual respect, and never exceeding
the limit of tactfulness with the other party, especially before the children.

© Declining to talk in a way that offends the other party or any, or all, members of
his family during the existence or non-existence of the children.

€ Avoiding hard discussions and nervousness toward the other party before
children

& The role of the step-father, or step-mother, shall be explained to the children,
due to the fact that they became part of the two families, and everyone has to
respect the same.

2- Observing the best interest of the children.

Both parties shall put the interest of the children as a basis for the dealing with
each other, and in making the decisions related to them, and never make the
children or their interest according to the special point of view of any of the parties
of the agreement to be a means to access to personal goals or purposes, such as
provoking the other party or otherwise. In addition to that, both parties shall be
committed in bringing up the children in the right way, and preparing them for
normal social life in the shadow of separation within the family of each of them, and
making them participate in the family and society occasions and activities and
developing their talents.

3- Transparency:

Both parties shall be committed in providing the information to the other party,
related to the children, and which affect in making the decisions related to their
rearing up or taking care of them, or those which affect into their safety, health and
the like.

The custodian also shall be committed to the principle of transparency through
providing the children with the correct information and psychological preparation,
when applying the provisions of seeing, or final transfer of the custody to the other
party and otherwise.
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Principles and Ethics of the Parental Relationship:

4- Participating in Making Decision:

Both parties shall be committed to participation, as much as possible, in making
essential decisions related to children, such as the educational decisions, medical
care decisions, religious rearing up, life activities and others.

5- Bearing Responsibility:
Both parties shall be committed to bearing the responsibility through offering the
details of parental care to the children during the period of residency or seeing

6- Keeping the other party's rights and dignity:

Each party shall be committed to keeping the other party's rights and dignity in
relation to children and the way of dealing with them without abusing or violating
them. He/she shall also be committed to keeping the dignity of the other party and
the children without exposing them to humiliation and disgrace.

7- Keeping the children's protection, security and safety:

Both parties shall be committed to keeping security, safety and protection of the
children by taking all precautions which keep them wherever they are, and to
agree on the safety of the child when he/she is with the other party without
doubting it.

The other party has the right, in case of damage, to provide an application to the
court asking for objection to this step within ( ) days since the day of
receiving the notification. Otherwise, non-objection is considered an approval for
the Custodian to travel with the children.

Ninth (moving and changing the place of residency)

In case the party, with whom the children stay permanently, wanted to move or
change the place of residency inside the country, he/she shall send a written notice
before (30) days minimum to the other party. The notice shall include the following:

(1)  Statement of the reason of moving.

(2)  Assigning location of the suggested new residential place.

The other party has the right, in case of damage, to provide an application to the
competent court to object on this step within (10) days since the date of receiving

the natification. Otherwise, non-objection shall be considered as approval to the
Custodian to move and change the place of residency with the children.




Tenth (Official Documents)

Both parties agreed to keep the documents and the original official files of the
children according to the following:

3. The party, with whom the originals, shall hand over the official papers to the
party who is responsible for renewing them before they are expired in a period
not less than (30) days of the expiration date.

4.  The party responsible for renewing shall renew the official documents and
files of the children without delaying because of the negative effect on the
children’s educational and health care and others.

5. The party who has the originals shall be responsible for paying the tuitions
of violations and taxes resulting from delaying and any other reason.

6. The....... party shall follow up with issuance of any official documents and
files in the state for the children and to provide the other party with a photocopy
within a period not more than () days since issuance.
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Second Issue: Difference and Settling the disputes:
Dealing with disputes:

In case there is any difference arise after concluding this agreement between the
two parties and required amendment to be done, both parties shall show good
intentions to solve the difference and overcome the problem by:

They also agreed that the decision of the judges is binding for both parties and
their decision shall be documented in a competent court.

4 In case any party declined to choose a judge or was not able to attend any
trial chosen by any of the parties, the competent court shall chose an alternative
arbitrator or solve the difference according to the case.

Third Issue: Violating the Agreement

In case that any party violates the implementation of any article of this agreement
and that was proved to the competent judge, then the competent judge shall have
the right to take some or all of the following according to the case:

& Consider the violation as a waiving from the violator on some or all of the
rights acquired by virtue of the law or included in this agreement.

4 Deprive the party who causes the dispute from seeing his/her children for a
period decided by the judge, which is no longer than a month, and it can be
repeated.

4 Drop Custodianship permanently or temporarily according to the judgment of
the judge.

¥ Referring him to the public prosecution to apply the article no. (329) and
(330) of the federal punishment law which states:




Article (329):

Any of the parents or grandparents who kidnapped his/her child or grandchild, by
himself or any other person, even without fraudulent method or force against the
person who has the right of their custodianship, or keeping the child according to
a decision or order from the court, shall be punished according to the punishment
stated in the previous article.

Article (330):

A person who is sentenced to pay expenditure to his wife, to one of his relatives or
to any other person whom is legally shall support him, or to pay charge of custodi-
anship, feeding or residency and didn’t pay them for three months after notifying
him/her to pay, he shall be punished in prison for a period no longer than a year
and to pay a fine of no more than ten thousand dirham.

The case shall not be opened unless there is a complaint done by the concerned
person himself.

If the sentenced person has paid the amount and provided a guarantee to the
person, the punishment shall not be enforced.

¢ The applicable legislations and public rules shall be applied in respect of any
case that is not mentioned in this agreement.
